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Ouija Boards: There is quite a controversy surrounding the 
use of the Ouija Board. While some praise it the majority 
condemn the use of it. The board was commonly known as a 
talking board and although William Fuld is credited with 
being the founder similar devices go back to ancient times. 
Can a piece of wood with letters and numbers and a pointer 
(planchette) really summon spirits from the other side? There 
are two common theories as to how the board works. One 
theory says the sitter who asks the questions gets messages 
from their own sub conscious mind. While the other theory 
believes the messages come from departed souls or something 
more sinister. Talking boards were popular during the early 
1900’s and the 1940’s because of the world wars. It was said 
that when things were bad things were good for makers of 
talking boards. Millions were sold by different companies with 
such names as The Mystic Board, Ouija Queen, The Swami 
Mystery Talking Board, The Mystic Tray, and some were very 
colorful. One of the most fascinating tales to come from the 
Ouija Board is that of Pearl Curran who reportedly 
communicated with a spirit named Patience Worth through the 
board. Through Patience, Pearl was able to write poetry and 
literature that were considered masterpieces at that time and 
brought her fame. Pearl’s style of writing were words in 16th 
century English but Pearl had little more then an 8th grade 
education. Could the dictation actually come from the spirit of 
Patience Worth through the use of a talking board? Many 
believe so. There are others who have had good experiences 
from the use of a talking board as well and which books were 
written about such as Seth Speaks and Messages from Michael 
and while there is good in everything there is also bad. The 
majority feel that the Ouija board is a dangerous tool and most 
be avoided. In my opinion this came from the movie The 
Exorcist where supposedly a Ouija board was used to 
communicate with a dead relative and caused the young man 
to become possessed. In my research of the newspaper 
accounts of the incident there is no mention of a Ouija board 
being used. This may have been added to the movie and book 
but don’t quote me on this because I don’t know for sure only 
that my research so far has not shown this. I have researched 
many newspaper accounts of murder, madness, and money all 
through the use of a Ouija board and no case mentions 
possession, insanity yes. I don’t believe anyone can become 
possessed through the use of a talking board, sure people have 
bad experiences using a board and the messages may not be 
what the person wants to hear but does that make it truly evil. 
The Ouija board is a tool to communicate with the dead and so 
is a digital recorder. If you can be possessed using the board 
then why not a recorder since you are using the same 
principal, you are communicating with the dead. Yet hundreds 
of ghost hunters use this method and I don’t know of anyone 
that had become possessed. What is the difference between a 

board with letters, numbers and a planchette to spell out 
messages or playback a recorder and hear the messages, there 
is no difference only a different device. A friend Rosemary 
Ellen Guiley was to appear on Coast to Coast with George 
Norry to talk about the Ouija board and have a session. To 
many phone calls to Mr. Norry were made condemning the 
use of the board on the program and it was cancelled. This 
month on September 10, Rosemary Ellen Guiley and I will be 
discussing the Ouija board on ParanormalPA Radio. My 
opinions in this article are not to praise the Ouija board or 
condemn it. People have good experiences using it and people 
have bad experiences using it. Don’t believe everything the 
messages tell you for example if you were alone in your home 
and using the board and asked if anyone is in the house and it 
spelled out yes you can take that message two ways. One is 
the message is true because you are in the house isn’t that 
what you asked. The other way is you can become all 
frightened and scared because it said someone is in the house 
meaning you are not alone. So if you plan to use a Ouija 
board be careful what you ask and how you interpret the 
messages.

100 percent. I was prepared to go either way. I entered into the
evening in favor of the experiment, but I do feel that this was
the right decision given all the considerations.
George brought a controversial topic to open debate and dis-
cussion over a period of weeks. I hope that the attention fo-
cused upon this — not only the Ouija, but the pros and cons of
spirit communication in general — have proved beneficial.
Meanwhile, the reaction from listeners has heavily favored
George’s decision. We may revisit the topic again in the future,
but in an off-air session that we’ll discuss on air. - REG

Although Kelly had a well-documented bad Ouija board
experience in college and generally advises against it, we’ve
often discussed the fact that prompting EVP responses is
simply a more hi-tech means of spirit communication.  That
certainly makes sense, as does being cautious with any ap-
proach to the paranormal.  Kelly is adamant about telling
people that if it doesn’t feel right, don’t do it. “Trust your
gut!” She too supports George with his decision. - JDW
